Our research focuses on pit bull type 
dogs. Due to selective breeding practices that emphasize aggression and 
tenacity, this class of dogs negatively impacts communities the most.

During this 11-year period, 360 Americans suffered death due to dog bite injury. 
Newborns, infants and toddlers, ages 0 to 2 years old, made up 28% (99) of all fatal 
dog bite victims, the largest group, and more than the 3-4 and 5-9 age groups 
combined.
